I. COURSE DOMAIN AND BOUNDARIES

In this course, students will acquire and utilize the skills necessary in conducting and reporting empirical
research in psychology. These skills include finding and reviewing literature, forming hypotheses, designing
research to test those hypotheses, analyzing the resulting data, and writing a complete report of the research results
following APA guidelines. This is the Department of Psychology’s capstone course, designed to foster and
evaluate the student’s fundamental understanding of psychology as an empirical research science.

The final product of this class is to be a paper that reports on the research you have done. This project is the
capstone of your experience as a Psychology major at American University in Central Asia. It should draw on all
of the knowledge you have acquired (in psychology and in other disciplines) and should be the best work you are
capable of doing.

Each student should work individually on conducting his/her own research project, follow APA format, and
avoid any form of plagiarism. The senior thesis project should be conducted independently by each student under
the supervision and systematic consultation with instructors.

Students cannot change their topics once it has been started and developed. If the project’s theme needs to be
changed, it can happen only after approval of Psychology Department with the supervisor’s agreement, and only
as an exception.

Lectures will be both in English and Russian due to the fact that most required textbooks are written in
English. However, the course will be accepted as a 3-credit Russian course.

Completion of each part of the senior thesis project will be strictly controlled based on deadlines. The
deadlines will be announced earlier in the semester.

Mobile Phone Policy: Cognitive psychology has taught us that learning requires the allocation of attention to the
to-be- remembered material and that dividing attention among two or more attention-demanding tasks decreases
performance on all of the tasks. Using a mobile phone to engage in any kind of communication is an attention-
demanding task and disrupts the classroom learning environment. Therefore, the use of mobile phones in this class
is prohibited.

II. OBJECTIVES OF THE COURSE

1. Obtaining the skills necessary for conducting research, including experimentation, analyses of results,
independent review of necessary and appropriate literature;
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Obtaining knowledge of the methodological basis of scientific psychological research;

Verification of hypotheses, data analyses and result discussion;

Sequential organization of the research in written form in the English language;

Systematization of knowledge gained from required and elective Psychology courses;

Obtaining the general professional preparation on the level, which is necessary for receiving a Bachelor’s
degree.

III. ORGANIZATION OF THE COURSE

The course is comprised of two parts and taught collaboratively by two instructors: 1) lectures and
discussions, and 2) colloquiums.

1. Lectures and Discussions

Lectures and discussions are instructed by A.A. Brudny. In these classes students will learn the
methodological principles of modern psychology that will lead the students to participate in discussions involving
the reconstruction of elements of general theoretical understanding of psychology as a science and profession.

2. Colloguim

The Colloquim is directed towards the concrete realization of scientific research with an opportunity to
receive supervised individual consultation based on regular reports and discussions of each part of the research
project in APA-style. In each colloquim class, students are expected to report on the dynamics of their research
projects, completion of assignments, and to apply the gained knowledge and skills learned in their projects during
the class and receive feed-back from the instructor. The colloquim instructor is K.A. Latipova. Students are also
expected to approach the instructor outside of the class hours.
