7. Publication of training materials such as developed guide for writing academic papers,
informative articles, statement of purposes for distribution among the Association
members, American centers and corners.
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The first workshop starts on October 24- December 24, 2011 Along with the workshop trainers
we will invite guest speakers to share their experiences on various academic writing skills
development. Classes will be held twice a week, on Tuesdays and Thursdays for about two
hours. Selected participants will be supplied with the instruction manuals (necessary materials
are included) and awarded with Certificates of successful completion of the course.
