Saturday, October 19 in Kojomkul Sports Palace the 
audience of Bishkek was enjoying the performances of 
Kyrgyz celebrities, such as Gulnur Satylganova, Kanykei 
Nosonte, Erkin Mukhashev, Guljigit Kalykov, Saltanat 
Ashirova, who already have participated in charity 
events. All celebrities responsively agreed to support 
the initiative of the students and to perform in the con-
cert to facilitate the task of attracting the attention of 
Bishkek public. Dance groups «Tumar KR», and «Troe 

Raznyh» and a group of aspiring guitar players them-
selves offered their participation and came to help the 
organizers at the last minute, causing a great ovation.

KVN team «Asia Mix» didn’t come to the concert. 
However, its prominent member Eldiyar Kenensariev 
allocated $ 200 to the project’s fund.

Disabled children and children from orphanages 
were invited, too. During the concert they danced listen-
ing to live music and sang along with singers.

Assol Moldokmatova and Erkin Ryskulbekov pre-
sented certiicates to celebrities for their support. «It is 
very important, despite being a famous person, still to 
be a man with a kind heart,» said Assol Moldokmatova.

«Organizing such activities being nonlegal person 
is dificult: people we ask for help and support think 
that we are from some kind of an illegal organization or 
political party, and refuse to talk to us,” said one of the 
initiators of the project, AUCA sophomore Adel Sultan-
bekova.

Organizers faced ierce criticism as well. «Why are 
the students engaged, not the state? Stop collecting the 
money, because everybody knows whose pocket it is go-
ing to. Students must study, not work for the state,» said 

a Bishkek citizen, who preferred to stay anonymous.
 «Although this project was attended by representa-

tives of four universities: AUCA, AGUPKR, IIMOP at 
KNU and KGMA, we owe AUCA students a lot. Until the 
last minutes before the concert’s start, they were distrib-
uting tickets and helped to arrange a good reception for 
celebrities. If we decide to do that again, we know who 
will support us,» said one of the initiators of the project, 
AUCA sophomore, Almazbek kyzy Jazgul.

More than $3,000 was raised to buy two deibrilla-
tors for rescuing lives of people in Bishkek in case of car-
diac arrest. «Kind Hearts» is not going to stop its activ-
ity though. Soon in many schools in Bishkek there will 
be trainings dedicated to Healthy lifestyle as an integral 
part of maintaining a healthy heart. Trainings will be 
conducted by leading physicians in the ield of cardiac 
surgery.

“I really like FYS and I think it is the most important class because it covers a lot of 

features. We don’t have to memorize a boring theory; we learn how to read and how 
to use the information properly. There is no right or wrong answer, any opinion has 
signiicance,” says Tilek Shabdanov, JMC 113. 

“I don’t like lectures at 5 p.m., because I ind them useless. They give information 
that already was given in each class and it is boring to sit in a crowd and try to stay posi-
tive to what speaker says because no one cares,” says Meerim Isaeva, JMC 113. 

Speaking about Thursday lectures at 5 p.m., Danielle Haque, the director of FYS, 
explained the main purpose of those meetings:

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Farewell Kiss to
Anatoliy Fedorenko, BA 110

Anatoliy Fedorenko (Tolik), mostly known as the pres-
ident of Enactus AUCA, speaks of how AUCA changed 
him, what it gave to him and who he got to be after more 
than four years here. A successful entrepreneur having 
been involved in numerous projects in business sphere 
who writes poems, sells honey and grows lowers, Tolik 
realizes that the foundation for all the future plans he has 
right now was laid at AUCA, more speciically – at SIFE.

New Star (NS): Picture the freshman Tolik as 
you were back in 2010 and picture yourself as 
you are now. What are the differences between 
those two? How did AUCA change you?

Tolik: There is really a lot of change. First of all, the 
way I dress. Do you remember how I looked three years 
ago? That was too much (smiles). 

Second, I am more selective now in terms of making 
friends. I grew up in a village near Cholpon-Ata, so I was 
extremely excited during my irst years at AUCA. I par-
ticipated in so many student life events, I worked a lot 
with Nikolay Grigorievich (Shulgin, Dean of Students – 
NS) and Ksyusha (Ksenia Minkova, Art Manager – NS), 
who I am really grateful to. I was spending a lot of time 
in the company of diverse active students. It felt like I 
knew everybody at AUCA: I said ‘Hi!’ to everyone I saw in 
corridors. But after my sophomore year I narrowed down 
my circle of friends to three or four people. I learned to 
concentrate on what is important.

Of course, I learned a lot from the classes. Not BA 
classes, though. Most of the things that BA classes are 
about I already knew from my work at SIFE. But there 
are professors at AUCA who really changed me as a per-
son: Ludmila Konstants, Makhinur Mamatova, Anara 
Sarygulova, Eleonora Proyaeva, Liudmila Basova, Jamby 
Djusubalieva, Nils Konig. They are really wise. They were 
like parents to me. These teachers are masters of their 
subjects and what is really important they care about stu-
dents as well! They encourage you to work, they make 
you want to become better. Which I did. I worked hard 
on my self-development.

NS: Do you like the new Tolik better?

Tolik: I do. The old Tolik was anxious, and a lot 
weird! I can say that AUCA establishes character.

NS: What did you get from your experience 
at SIFE?

Tolik: First of all, I have a good résumé because of 
my work at SIFE. Second, the networking is extremely 
important. I have contacts with AUCA alumni, with 
businessmen and with international community. Then, 
I traveled around the world: for example, I went to En-
actus World Cup 2011 in Malaysia with great and kind 
support of AUCA alumni. 

Of course, there are particular skills I acquired, too: 
communication skills and techniques to make good pre-
sentations. I also learned to accept challenges and take 
responsibility, which is crucial. I sort of discovered my-
self. Throughout years at SIFE I was looking at myself 
and thinking “So that’s the way I am, huh?”

NS: What can you advise to AUCA newcom-
ers?

Tolik: Well. It is my ifth year at the university, in-
cluding the preparatory program, and every year at SIFE 
I see schoolchildren among freshmen coming to our 
club. They really are rather schoolchildren than univer-
sity students. What can I advise to them? To learn to take 
responsibility. To concentrate on something they really 
want to do and dedicate themselves to that instead of 
spreading themselves too thin.

A practical tip would be: do not listen to other stu-
dents when choosing a professor or a course to take. 
During Add / Drop period just go to different professors’ 
classes and compare. And read syllabi. Because it’s only 
you who can tell which professor would be the best to 
you. 

NS: What do you like to do at your leisure?
Tolik: I write poems, most of them are dedicated 

to my girlfriend, whom I met, by the way, during one of 
SIFE projects. My hobby actually is reading. I like to read 
fantasy books, philosophical novels… I think that every-
one should read Max Frei’s book, I really recommend 
them to people. I also grow lowers. And I sell honey.

NS: Your family owns a bee-garden, right? 
Is it a good honey you make? How can we pur-
chase it?

Tolik: If you want to buy it, just write me on Face-
book (laughs). It is actually a very good honey.

NS: Can you briely tell what you will do af-
ter AUCA?

Tolik: Yes, I am quite sure about my plans. There are 
three things. First is business: even now I have three on-
going business projects. Second is family. And third is 
self-development, like reading and sport. To think about 
this, all these directions that I am planning to follow ini-
tiated at SIFE. That’s where I got involved in business 
sphere, that’s where I met my girlfriend and that’s where 
I went on for tai chi. At SIFE we were working on one 
project that involved a tai chi coach. I went to his classes 
and that’s how I got interested in Eastern martial arts.

NS: What will you miss about AUCA after 
graduation?

Tolik: I do not think I will miss a lot. Five years is too 
much (laughs). Actually, I will probably miss professors, 
some students… Or may be I will not because I am sure I 
will not part from my friends after graduation and I will 
come to AUCA almost every day. At least for two or three 
years.

NS: What for?
Tolik: Alumni usually say, “Because the Wi-Fi is for 

free” (smiles). But not only because of that. I will just 
come to visit professors, too. Probably, the thing that I do 
think I will miss is the friendly atmosphere. When you go 
to Kitchenette and you say, “Hello, Galina Nikolayevna.” 
And she goes, “Hi, Tolik.” By the way, Kitchenette has 
the most delicious rice in Bishkek, I am absolutely sure 
about that… What I will miss the most is the light-heart-
edness of AUCA. When you are a student, you actually do 
not have too many things to care about. I will miss these 
happy-go-lucky years of mine. 
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
