“By June 1 we will be out of this building,” Presi-
dent Andrew Wachtel said without any doubt in his voice.

Vecherniy Bishkek online news agency reported that
the President of the Kyrgyz Republic Almazbek Atambaev,
when talking about our building, said, “Have you seen
Hollywood movies? They have outstanding court
buildings. We must have the same.” Many people
were expressing their feelings about AUCA in the comment
section under the article and they divided into two camps:
those who are against the university and those who are for
it. “We needed to kick them out a long time ago,”
says one of the anonymous strikers. “What is an Ameri-
can university doing in the middle of the city,
next to the government buildings?” According to the
documents given by the former President of the KR Askar
Akaev, AUCA has unlimited and gratuitous rights to have
this building and use it for its purposes.

Explaining the situation of the Kyrgyz government
wishing to get the building back, Andrew Wachtel says,
“They have never made any secret of that, and
sometime in spring, when our building is ready,
we will move.” According to the President, we are not go-
ing to move in the middle of the semester, because we have
exams and lessons. It is going to happen over the course
of the month of May, and we will be out of this building by
June 1. To make sure this is really happening, President
Wachtel added, “If students want a promise — yes,
we will move.”

“Students will love the new building, it is eas-
ier and more comfortable than in this building,”
said the President after all. However, can our students be
satisfied with the promise and wait passionately till the end
of the year?

The administration
decided that “lunchtime was
inefficient usage of rooms”.
We talked to the President
Andrew Wachtel about the
reasons of these changes, and
he explained that there were
two problems concerning
lunchtime that needed to
be solved. The first and the
main reason was that there
weren’t enough classrooms
to have all the classes. All
the university classrooms
weren’t used properly during
lunchtime. The second reason
is that cafeterias had to serve
too many people in a very
short time, which was 40
minutes, so they weren’t able

to do that. President Wachtel
also added, “At least in the
United States and Europe
it is completely unheard of
to have a lunch period in
the middle of the day when
there are no classes, so AUCA
situation was an anomaly in
any case.”

On the one hand,
lunchtime isn’t a necessity
for university’s weekdays,
however we decided to
conduct a survey among
AUCA community to find out
what people think about the
importance of lunchtime.

According to the survey,
which was conducted among
86 students, it turned out
that 57 percent of surveyed
students would prefer to have
lunchtime, and here are two
main reasons for this opinion.

time for having lunch and
resting. “You are feeling bad
if you have five or six lessons
and there is no free time to
eat,” says one of the students.
Secondly, lunchtime is an
important part of AUCA
spirit. Here is one of the
opinions shared by AUCA
students, “This is the time
when all AUCA students are
extremely united!

This
year WARC experienced some
changes, new tutors joined the
center, WARC also has a new di-
rector now. The New Star team
decided to ask the new director
and tutors about the changes
made to the working policy of
WARGC, to discuss the require-
ments for becoming a WARC
tutor, some extracts from work-
ing experience of tutors and a
lot of other things.

Mariya Antonova, FYS/
WARC Director

Who is eligible to be-
come a tutor?

First of all, we are looking
for dedicated, literate and active
students, who can keep up with
their academic life and who are
interested in working within a
community. We try to choose
the best of the best students as
our tutors, with an average GPA
of 3.85 and higher.

What preparation do
you have to go through to
become a tutor at WARC?

We have three categories of
tutors, as we have three sepa-
rate subjects: Writing, Math-
ematics and Microeconomics.

For a writing tutor you need
to:

1) take a course of Composi-
tion Theory and Tutoring Peda-
gogy;

2) submit an application to
Room 226 ( a transcript and a
motivation letter);

3) go through the selection
process (interview).

For the math or economics
tutor you need to have good rec-
ommendations from your pro-
fessors of the respective depart-
ment and follow the same steps
as the writing tutors. Teaching
experience for the newcomers is
preferable, but we also provide
them with it during our special
workshops.

What happens after be-
ing selected?

In addition to the initial
training discussed above, our
tutors receive ongoing training
that allows them to enhance
their skills. For example, this
semester our math tutors had
a workshop with Professor Iain
Webb, who shared his unique
methodology of teaching math-
ematics to people who are terri-
bly afraid of math.

The writing tutors have al-
ready had two workshops of
their own, with four more to
come, including workshops by
Jim Keller, Director of Learning
Commons from Bard College,
who is traveling to Bishkek es-
pecially for this purpose.

How many tutors are
there currently at WARC?

There are 20 tutors (11 writ-
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Let’s Get Closer to WARC(!

ing tutors, seven math tutors
and two microeconomics tu-
tors), and five volunteers (writ-
ing tutors) currently working
and providing assistance to stu-
dents. The volunteers may not
have taken the Composition and
Tutoring Pedagogy course, but
they attend the same workshops
as all the writing tutors, and
they also keep up the same stan-
dards as the tutors who get paid.
For example, one of our tutors,
who was an exchange student at
Bard College, actually took Jim
Keller’s classes there.

How much does a tutor
at WARC get paid?

I cannot tell how much ex-
act money they get because it is
private information, however, I
may say that they get paid suf-
ficiently well since they respon-
sibly provide a qualified service.

What is the schedule of
sessions at WARC?

You can come at any time to
sign up for a session from Mon-
day to Saturday from 9 am to
5 pm. You may sign up for two
sessions per week if one or both
of them are on Saturday.

Why did the schedule
change?

This year we have bigger
budget, which allows us to hire
more tutors and extend our
working hours.

What are new rules and
policies at WARC?

We have noticed that each
year there are students who
take their sessions for granted
and feel free to skip them if
they want. It is a huge prob-
lem indeed, because those who
urgently need help sometimes
have to wait for the next time.
The creation of a so called black-
list became a necessity.

From now on, if you are ab-
sent at the session you signed
up for without prior notification
more than once, you are black-
listed and are no longer given
a chance to get help at WARC
during the semester.

The students who missed
their session are notified of that
by SMS in case they left a phone

number, that is, they really
should do so!

What should a student do if
he/she cannot make it to the ap-
pointment?

1) cross out his or her name
in a sign up journal at WARC;

2) notify a tutor in advance;

3) write an email to warc@
mail.auca.kg about canceling
the session (at least three hours
prior to the session).

What are advantages and
disadvantages of WARC?

“+” getting qualified help if
you have any academic prob-
lems from your peers for free;

“+” developing new studying
skills, learning how to learn;

“+” signing up for ongoing
sessions with one tutor at the
same time each week;

“-“ T couldn’t think of any
disadvantages of WARC.

What do you like about
your job?

I appreciate when a student
does not hesitate asking for help
and tutors are highly engaged in
a teaching process addressing
the issues and developing new
ideas.

This year Advising Office has
done a great job helping us with
distributing copies of WARC'’s
schedule to student advisers.
Likewise, FYS professors have
been very effective in encour-
aging students to come for help
at WARC. I appreciate their job
greatly!

What are your sugges-
tions to all students and
professors at AUCA?

1) Keeping an accurate re-
cord of home assignments and
bringing it to their tutoring ses-
sion should be student’s prima-
ry responsibility and professors
should make it a point to hand
out a typed written assignment
with clear expectations, due
dates, and all specific require-
ments

2) If you signed up for the
session, do not to miss it or no-
tify us via email at least three
hours prior to the session that
you are not coming. 24 hours
would be better, as it would give

other students a chance to sign
up — there are many who are
looking for this chance!

3) It is very important for
students to realize the exact
role our tutors play in the edu-
cational process. They are not
there simply to help students
to survive through the next as-
signment — although they do
that, too! —but to address any
long-term academic issues that
students may have. As they have
often been told during their
training, they are only to act as
lifeguards saving a drowning
person. Their job is also to teach
that person how to swim.

While working at WARC 1
had one weird incident.

Honestly, I was shocked,
and I had to tell her that if she
has no questions, the session is
over.

What tutors do not ap-
preciate?

One thing that drives me
crazy is when a student makes
an appointment and does not
come. S(he) does not consider
the fact that there may be other
students who really need this
help, but the time is unavail-
able. I think that it’s bad to act
in such irresponsible and ego-
istic way. If you cannot come,
please, at least notify your tutor

about it in advance. Think about
others too, and show your re-
spect. Basically, now we have a
blacklist policy, so this problem
is solved at some degree.
Another thing — it used to be
that tutees just come and sit on
a chair waiting for their tutor to
do their entire job, but that is
not what we are supposed to do!
We are here to help in sorting
out and explaining how to do
your writing or math in a better
way, but not just providing the
complete works for you.

Wishes of WARC faculty
to all students

Do not be afraid to ask for a
help. We are not angry and we
won’t bite you, instead we actu-
ally are here for you. We do care
about our students and want
you to gain more understand-
ing after sessions in things that
seemed to be complex.

Why should we study
well?

Studying well definitely pays
off. You can get rewards (be-
come the Dean’s List, or even
the President’s List awardee).
My friend Ruslan says that free
food after the Dean’s List cer-
emony is already amazing! Or
even a pleasant thought that
you have done the best you
could during the year — isn’t it
great?

Moreover, if you have a good
GPA, you are more than wel-
come to join our friendly WARC
family.
